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Is it possible to think that you know God, yet not really know Him?  You may know your Bible and you 
may be able to quote many passages.  You may be able to hear God’s voice and to prophecy.  You may have 
incredible spiritual anointing be able to perform signs and wonders.  Your words may have changed people’s 
lives…  But do any of these things mean that you really know God? 

 
Hebrews 12:1-2 NIV 
Therefore, since we are surrounded by such a great cloud of witnesses, let us throw off everything that hinders 
and the sin that so easily entangles. And let us run with perseverance the race marked out for us, 2 fixing our 
eyes on Jesus, the pioneer and perfecter of faith. For the joy set before him he endured the cross, scorning its 
shame, and sat down at the right hand of the throne of God. 
Philippians 1:3-6 NIV 
3 I thank my God every time I remember you. 4 In all my prayers for all of you, I always pray with joy 5 because of 
your partnership in the gospel from the first day until now, 6 being confident of this, that he who began a good 
work in you will carry it on to completion until the day of Christ Jesus. 
Hebrews 13:1-8 NIV 
Concluding Exhortations 
13 Keep on loving one another as brothers and sisters. 2 Do not forget to show hospitality to strangers, for by so 
doing some people have shown hospitality to angels without knowing it. 3 Continue to remember those in prison 
as if you were together with them in prison, and those who are mistreated as if you yourselves were suffering. 
4 Marriage should be honored by all, and the marriage bed kept pure, for God will judge the adulterer and all the 
sexually immoral. 5 Keep your lives free from the love of money and be content with what you have, because God 
has said, 
“Never will I leave you; never will I forsake you.” 6 So we say with confidence, “The Lord is my helper; I will not 
be afraid.  What can mere mortals do to me?”  7 Remember your leaders, who spoke the word of God to you. 
Consider the outcome of their way of life and imitate their faith. 8 Jesus Christ is the same yesterday and today 
and forever. 
John 10:25-30 NIV 
25 Jesus answered, “I did tell you, but you do not believe. The works I do in my Father’s name testify about me, 
26 but you do not believe because you are not my sheep. 27 My sheep listen to my voice; I know them, and they 
follow me. 28 I give them eternal life, and they shall never perish; no one will snatch them out of my hand. 29 My 
Father, who has given them to me, is greater than all[a]; no one can snatch them out of my Father’s hand. 30 I and 
the Father are one.” 
Isaiah 41:10 NIV 
10 So do not fear, for I am with you; do not be dismayed, for I am your God.  I will strengthen you and help you; I 
will uphold you with my righteous right hand. 
 
Knowing God is rooted in how he knows us 

 Jesus began our faith and He will finish it! 

 God began a good work in you and will see it through to the day of Christ’s Judgement. 

 The Lord is our helper and He will never leave us or forsake us.
